COMPETITION RULES

1. Competitors must be Canadian citizens or perntaresmdents (landed immigrants). The competitoustne
currently studying with an Active ORMTA teacher @sl January, 2010This teacher must be the principal
teacher of the competitorCompetitors must compete in the competition helthe teacher's Zone.

2. AGE
Instrumentalists must not have reached their 2Bthday as of January 1st, 2010; Vocalists mu2®82 years
of age as ofanuary 1, 2010.

3. Competitors must have participated at both BraamuhZone level competitions and there obtainedsd Elass
Honours standing (80% or above) before being dédibproceed to the Provincial finals. Each Zowag sendNE
competitor to Provincial finals.

4, Competitors may enter either the Young ArtigherProvincial Student Competitions but not botthmsame year.
With a new programme, previous winners may re-ghesame competition once only, not necessardgircurrent
years.

5. Competitors are responsible for their own expgifgavel, accommodation, accompanists, etc.)

6. PROGRAMME
To avoid teachers’ and students’ disappointmentregemmend that the programme be taken from any
officially recognized Canadian syllabus, such a& tf the Royal Conservatory of Music, Conservatory
Canada, Contemporary Music Showcase or the Canbtliait Showcase.

INSTRUMENTALISTS

The programme must be at the Associate level orgglamd must include a Canadian work. The ovpratiramme
must be a minimum of 30 minutes to a maximum ofrdiQutes.

Competitors do not necessarily need to performmineesonata. They can select movements from ataon

VOCALISTS

The programme must be at the Associate level@veabnd must total a minimum of 30 minutes up t@eximum
of 40 minutes. The programme must include an@mgsan aria, (opera/oratorio), a contemporary ven#t a
Canadian compaosition. Three selections must Ib@dror more languages other than English.

7. All entries must be submitted on the applicafiorm provided. This includes composers, and moveraab-
headings as selections will appear in a profeskimorecert program.

8. NOTE: THE ENTIRE PROGRAMME MUST BE PERFORMED ATALL LEVELS (BRANCH, ZONE AND
PROVINCIAL FINALS.) All selections performed in competition must bemorized.

9. Use of photocopied material is prohibited fompetitors and accompanists. Competitors must gecam original
score for the adjudicators.

PLEASE NOTE

The winner of the Provincial Finals must be prepard to accept the recital tour.
Competitors are advised to read all information caefully. Failure to comply with the above rules wil result
in disqualification. Time limits must be strictly adhered to at all levels of competition.

The entry fee of $30.00 must accompany the applarat Any late applications will be subject to a charge fo$80 for
a total fee of $100. Any applications received aft June 7, 2010 will be returned.

4. A written adjudication must be provided to eaompetitor by each adjudicator.

5. The Competition Convener will accompany the adjaidrs to the location indicated for their diseassn order

to clarify any points of procedure.

6. A runner-up must be chosen in case of disquatifia or the inability of the winner to participatethe tour. The
adjudicators reserve the right not to select a @iror runner-up, if in their opinion, no competiiersuitable.
Competition Conveners for Branch and Zone levels mat submit names of runner-ups to the next level of
competition for consideration and all forms must besigned by adjudicators in advance.

7. The adjudicators will choose a spokesperson wil@ive a verbal report to the competitors and &éluelience.
